In 1963 he r e m a r k e d a t a Counc i l m e e t i n g t h a t t h e 
Society shou ld c o n c e n t r a t e on secur ing a new Ga l l e ry 
ra the r t h a n p l a n to deco ra te o u t - m o d e d D u r h a m 
Street . 

A n d he t o o k i t f r o m the re .

M r B a n n o n , 5 0 , a f o r m e r w i n n e r o f t h e B lake Pr ize 
for Rel ig ious P a i n t i n g said w h e n e x h i b i t i n g a t t he 
Strawberry H i l l Ga l l e r y , t h a t a r t dea le rs , co l lec to rs 
and p i c t u r e - f r a m e r s were a l l cash ing in on t h e b o o m . 

But t hey d i d very l i t t l e to he lp t h e s t r u g g l i n g y o u n g 
art ists. 

M r B a n n o n sa id t h a t f r a m i n g costs were h i g h , bu t 
unless the p a i n t i n g s were pe r f ec t l y f r a m e d the g a l ­
leries were no t in te res ted in t h e m . 

" T o have t h i r t y - f i v e p a i n t i n g s f r a m e d f o r m y 
exh ib i t i on cost $ 1 0 0 0 , " he a d d e d . 

" I f a p a i n t i n g is sold f o r $ 1 5 0 , t h e a r t i s t w i l l p rob­
ably receive $ 2 0 a f t e r a l l t h e costs have been t a k e n 
out. 

" A s we l l as 3 3 per cen t commiss i on t h e ga l le r ies 
take, t he re are h i d d e n costs such as the pe rcen tage o f 
the w ine b i l l f o r t he o p e n i n g . 

" S o m e ga l le r ies cha rge even f o r t h e postage o f t he 
inv i ta t ions . 

" S o m e ga l le r ies t a k e th ree or f o u r m o n t h s be fo re 
pay ing a n d m e a n t i m e t h e a r t i s t is be ing pressed w i t h 
bi l ls f r o m t h e f r a m e r a n d f o r his ma te r i a l s . 

" M o s t y o u n g a r t i s t s have t o w o r k as o f f i c e c leaners

Europeans are on ly jus t b e c o m i n g consc ious o f t he 
r ichness a n d d ive rs i t y o f a once - igno red A f r i c a n c u l ­
t u re . A t t h e same t i m e , a new A f r i c a n a r t is b e g i n n i n g 
to emerge . 

Recent ly , in L o n d o n , an e x h i b i t i o n o f C o n t e m p o r ­
a ry A f r i c a n A r t was presented a t t h e C a m d e b A r t s 
Cen t re by the " C o m m i t t e e Represent ing A f r i c a n 
A r t i s t s . " 

T h e emergence o f t he new a r t is so recent a 
p h e n o m e n o n t h a t W i l l i a m Fagg , a m e m b e r o f t he 
" C o m m i t t e e " has sa id : " W e are in a t t h e d e a t h o f a l l 
t h a t is best in A f r i c a n A r t . " 

He was r e f e r r i n g to t h e t r a d i t i o n a l a r t s o f A f r i c a 
w h i c h have been g r a d u a l l y d y i n g as t h e r i tua ls a n d 
the k ings have lost t he i r power. 

T h e " C o m m i t t e e Represent ing A f r i c a n A r t i s t s " 
sough t to show in th i s e x h i b i t i o n A f r i c a n a r t w h i c h 
der ives f r o m local cu l t u res a n d t r a d i t i o n s , r a the r t h a n 
w o r k w h i c h is based on European styles or is done 
repe t i t i ve l y f o r t h e t ou r i s t t r ade . 

T h e y assembled a w ide va r i e t y o f w o r k , f r o m 
abs t rac t p a i n t i n g s , landscapes a n d scu lp tu re , t o re l ie f 
pane ls in a l u m i n i u m , l i no -cu ts , bead-mosa ics , pane l 
des igns in c l o t h , po t te ry , c a r v i n g , brass cas t i ng a n d 
l i t h o g r a p h y a n d , set aside a room f o r t h e best c r a f t 
wo rk . 

T h e o r g a n i s i n g secre tary t o the " C o m m i t t e e Repre­
sen t ing A f r i c a n A r t i s t s " is El la W i n t e r . She has a lways 
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had a good eye f o r m o d e r n a r t , b u y i n g Klee long 
be fo re h is p a i n t i n g s reached t h e i r p resen t prices. 

I t was n a t u r a l , t h e r e f o r e , t h a t w h e n she accom­
pan ied her husband to A f r i c a in 1 9 6 4 , she should be 
in teres ted in t h e Oshogbo a r t s ' w o r k s h o p in Niger ia, 
la te r descr ibed by U l l i Beier in his book "Con tempor ' 
a r y A r t in A f r i c a " , pub l i shed in 1 9 6 8 . 

L i ke a s i m i l a r cen t re in M o z a m b i q u e a n d one run 
by F r a n k M c E w e n , head o f t h e Rhodes N a t i o n a l Gal­
le ry in Sa l i sbury , i t enab led A f r i c a n s w h o h a d insuf f i ­
c i en t e d u c a t i o n even t o become c le rks , t o lea rn paint­
i n g , scu lp tu re a n d a l l i ed ar ts . 

Several a r t i s t s have e m e r g e d whose w o r k has been 
e x h i b i t e d in t h e U n i t e d States o f A m e r i c a a n d Europe, 
l i ke t h e scu lp to rs d iscovered by F r a n k M c E w e n who 
have h a d t h e i r w o r k e x h i b i t e d a t t h e M u s e u m of 
M o d e r n A r t in N e w Y o r k . 

Exh ib i t ed were pieces o f soap-s tone scu lp tu re from 
Rhodesia a n d large pots m a d e by M a h a m m e d Ahmed 
A b d a l l a , w h o teaches a t t h e C a m d e n A r t s Centre, 
a n d w h o c a m e f r o m the K h a r t o u m T e c h n i c a l Inst i tu te. 

T h e r e were h a u n t i n g compos i t i ons by another 
Sudanese a r t i s t f r o m t h e K h a r t o u m T e c h n i c a l Insti­
t u t e , p a i n t e r I b r a h i m El S a l a h i , whose w o r k is subtly 
a n d sens i t i ve ly d o m i n a t e d by c a l l i g r a p h i c shapes, the 
t r a d i t i o n o f I s lam a l l o w i n g no p i c t o r i a l represen ta t ion . 

T h e on l y w o m a n t o e x h i b i t , K a m a l a I b r a h i m , is also 
f r o m Is lamic Sudan . 

T h e gen t l e , e a r t h y landscapes o f Sam N t i r o , the 
p a i n t e r w h o is now Commiss i one r f o r C u l t u r e i n T a n ­
z a n i a , h u n g nex t t o nea r -abs t r ac t o i ls w i t h sof t , 
sub t le deep co lours by M u r a i n a O y e l a m i , a N i g e r i a n 
ac to r . 

A la rge , v i v i d l y - co lou red des ign o f f l o w i n g shapes 
a b o u t a horse, p a i n t e d on w h i t e c l o t h , d o m i n a t e d one 
w a l l . A g a i n s t a n o t h e r , shone t h e l i g h t s i l ve ry , re l ief 
pane ls in a l u m i n i u m m a d e by A s i r u , a N i g e r i a n 
a r t i s t . T h e y looked a l m o s t l i ke sh ie lds, t h e i r designs 
d e p i c t i n g Y o r o b a n legends w i t h a sor t o f g e n t l e de­
t a c h m e n t . 

One g r o u p o f p a i n t i n g s was by a f asc ina t i ng 
c h a r a c t e r ca l l ed T w i n s Seven-Seven, w h o has var ious 
legendary vers ions o f t he o r i g i n o f his n a m e a n d whose 
p ic tu res a lso dep i c t Y o r u b a n legends. H e was a dancer 
w h o l e a r n t t o d r a w a n d e t ch a t t h e Oshogbo workshop 
in N i g e r i a . 

H i s pen a n d i n k etrawings are co lou red w i t h gouache 
a n d t h e n va rn i shed t o b r i n g o u t t h e de l i ca te d r a w i n g 
f r o m benea th the heavy p a i n t . T h e y are T w i n s Seven-
Seven's persona l v is ions o f his o w n c u l t u r a l legends, 
a l m o s t m o c k i n g , i n t r i c a t e l y p a t t e r n e d , p recar ious ly 
g ro tesque. 

C o n t e m p o r a r y A f r i c a n A r t is too y o u n g ye t t o have 
p roduced g i an t s o f t he ca l i b re o f Picasso o r K lee.
